The 
board believes that we have successfully chosen a       
person that shares our vision for the club and lead LGC 
into the future.

There are many aspects to managing a 
golf course, not only ensuring that the course and             

facilities are maintained to a high standard but also    
generating new business and opportunities for growth.  
It is important that the board, club members and staff 
provide Michael with their full support to ensure that 
LGC continues to be known as the best golf club in the 
South Gippsland District. 
 
Dylan McMeekin is not only an extremely talented 
course supervisor, he is also an exceptional person 
working hard to implement the vision of the course and 
facilities.  Michael and Dylan are supported by staff who 
also show loyalty and friendliness for the club. 
 
One of the things that set’s LGC aside, is the committed 
group of volunteers that provide ongoing enthusiasm 
and effort for a range of projects around the club.  They 
have continued with course and clubhouse                    
improvements and their efforts are becoming clear.

The greens committee will prepare plans for the future 
maintenance and improvement works, plant and      
equipment requirements and formulating a course 
drainage plan.  
 
Just like most other local sporting clubs, LGC relies   
heavily on volunteers to take positions on the board, 
committees or as captains and it can be an extremely 
rewarding experience.  We also have paid staff that are 
employed to complete specific roles or tasks and we ask 
that all members support the work of volunteers and 
staff, as not all decisions or practices will please           
everyone all of the time.  Many clubs face the challenge 
of not being able to fill roles or positions because of the 
conduct of members or visitors.  We ask that all        
members uphold the values of our club.  At the end of 
the day, we are all working towards the same goal of 
making LGC even better than it is today and providing 
everyone the opportunity to enjoy their golf.
